Advances in Buffalograss—Steve Keeley 

  In June of 2008, a cooperative buffalograss study  

  from the University of Nebraska-Lincoln was  

  established in Olathe and Wichita along with 8  

  other locations across the U.S.  UNL is breeding 

  some new varieties of buffalograss.  This study 

  includes 17 varieties of buffalograss, some of  

  which 7 are commercially available varieties and 

  10 are experimental lines.   The study includes 

  both seeded and vegetative varieties 

 

Tall Fescue Varieties—Rodney St. John 

 In 2006, 116 varieties of tall fescue were estab- 

 lished in Wichita as part of the National Turfgrass 

 Evaluation Program.  The study is designed to help 

 turfgrass managers pick the best performing turf- 

 grass varieties for their area of the country.  During 

 this 6-year study we will collect information on 

 establishment, spring greenup, genetic color, leaf 

 texture, quality, fall color retention, and other 

 measurements. Results will be discussed. 

 

New Zoysias for Kansas—Jack Fry 

 Since 2004, over 600 zoysiagrasses have been  

 screened for hardiness and performance under  

 Kansas conditions.  This recently established 

 study includes eight grasses which have unique 

 characteristics that are different from Meyer, the 

 commonly used cultivar.  For example, some of 

 these grasses have exhibited very fine texture, a 

 fast rate of spread, quick regrowth after sod 

 harvest, and good shade tolerance. 

 

Turf & Landscape Disease Update— 

 Megan Kennelly 

 This stop will explain some current research related 

 to the biology and management of large  patch of 

 zoysiagrass.  Current disease issues from 2009 will 

 also be discussed.  Bring questions and comments  

 related to your own turf and landscape disease  

 problems.  

 

Turf & Ornamental Insects—Ray Cloyd 

 This stop will discuss the most prevalent insect 

 and mite pests encountered throughout the year 

 with an update on new management strategies for 

 the common insect and mite pests of ornamentals 

 and  turf.  In addition, an update on the Emerald 

 ash borer will be presented. Be sure to bring any  

 questions and comments associated with insect  

 and mite pests.  This stop will most definitely  

 “bug” you. 

 

Ornamental Grasses—Jason Griffin 

 Now in its 3rd year, the ornamental grass plot at 

 the John Pair Horticultural Center displays the 

 mature size of over 50 different grass selections

 As we continue the quest for plants well adapted

 to the rigorous Kansas climate, the ornamental 

 grasses continue to prove they are up to  the  

 challenge.  

 

EarthKind Roses— Linda Farris 

 The resurgence of landscape roses has been met

 with the introduction of the EarthKind brand-

 ing.  The name has been reserved for those plants 

 that have proven to thrive with  little to no care 

 outside of irrigation and mulch.  These plants are 

 pest resistant, drought resistant, heat resistant,  

 and cold hardy.  

  

The Resurging American Elms— Cheryl Boyer 

 Before the introduction of Dutch Elm Disease, the 

 American Elm could be found lining most Ameri- 

 can streets, shading homes, beautifying parks,  

 golf courses, and school grounds.  Due to the  

 efforts of tree breeders, several new American  

 Elms that are disease resistant are making a come- 

 back.  This evaluation highlights some of the 

 more  promising selections of many years of  

 hard work.
